	1. 
What will the new school hours be?
	The school hours will remain the same during the upcoming school year (8:45 a.m. – 3:15 p.m.).  



	2. 
Will current “walkers” be provided bus transportation to the Rosedale site?


	The Office of Transportation will provide neighborhood group stops for all students enrolled in Victory Villa Elementary School, regardless of whether or not the child was normally assigned as a walker.  Student bus pick-up would occur between approximately 8:00 a.m. and 8:30 a.m.  Parents will be notified during the summer with bus numbers, bus stops, and pick-up and drop-off times.  



	3. 
Will BCPS buses pick students up from their daycare locations?
	Service will be provided to daycare facilities within the Victory Villa attendance boundary –  Friendship Day Care and Middle River Baptist Church.  The Office of Transportation will provide service to students who currently utilize a daycare provider outside of the Victory Villa attendance boundary, provided they are transported to an established Victory Villa bus stop.  Transportation will assign these bus stop locations.  This will be determined by the number of students expected to be transported by daycare vehicles.  Transportation will work with Victory Villa’s administration during the summer months to finalize.  The school administration will contact the daycare facilities to notify them of the changes.

Will portable classrooms be needed at Rosedale?
	Currently, there is a portable classroom at Rosedale that will be available for Victory Villa Elementary School’s use.

Does Rosedale have air conditioning?
	The majority of Rosedale is not air conditioned.

Where will summer school be held for Victory Villa Elementary School students?


	Summer school will be held at Martin Boulevard Elementary School.  Transportation will be provided to students receiving summer school services.  Additional information will be provided to families attending the summer school program.

Is there a playground at Rosedale?



	A playground will be provided at Rosedale for Victory Villa Elementary School students.

How will the move to Rosedale affect the closing of the current school year and the opening of the 2016-2017 school year?


	Currently on the school system calendar, the last day for students is June 17, 2016.  In order to provide Victory Villa’s staff with time for packing classroom materials, the end-of-the-year school calendar for Victory Villa Elementary School will be the following:

· June 13, 2016 – Last day for Prekindergarten

· June 14 and 15, 2016 – Half days for students Kindergarten through Grade 5

· June 16 and 17, 2016 – Closed for all Victory Villa students
